DIRECTIONS TO FORT BOVISAND, PLYMOUTH, PL9 0AB
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There are two main routes to Fort Bovisand from the A38.  The 1st uses small local roads and the 2nd, main roads.  If approaching from the North (Exeter) you can take either route.  If approaching from the South (Cornwall) it is probably quicker to take Route 2.

ROUTE 1.  Take the Plympton exit, at the junction turn left and follow the road around a tight right hand bend through two single traffic sections and at the next junction turn left.  Follow this road until the next junction on the right, take this road towards Plymstock and Elburton.  At the two small islands go straight across until you reach the main road (The Elburton Arms is on your right hand side).  Go straight across this island and through Elburton at the next set of traffic lights, turn left.  Follow this road up the hill and turn right at the junction with a petrol station.  At the next junction turn left. Go down the hill and at the bottom take the first right (signposted Fort Bovisand) follow this road past a Farm Shop on your right side and then take the next left turning signposted Fort Bovisand, Beach and Car Park.
ROUTE 2.  From the North take the exit for A374 (City Centre), from the South after the Tamar Bridge take the 5th exit from the City Centre, Plympton and Plymstock.  Pick up the A379 signposted Kingsbridge and Plymstock.  Cross over the river (Laira Bridge) to the first roundabout (McDonalds), take the 2nd exit and at the next roundabout (Morrisons) also take the 2nd exit.  Follow the signs for Plymstock and Hooe.  Turn right at the traffic lights onto Dean Cross Road.  At the next set of traffic lights go straight across onto Radford Park Road (there are a number of shops on your left hand side).  Follow this road for approximately 1.5 miles going straight ahead at two mini roundabouts.  You will pass Hooe Primary School and then a garage on your left.  Start to climb the hill and fork left onto Jennycliff Lane, along a short stretch of one way road and past a car park on your left.  Go up the hill and pass Staddon Heights Golf Club.  Take the 2nd turning on the right signposted Fort Bovisand, Beach and Car Park.
BOTH ROUTES.  Go down the road signposted Fort Bovisand, Beach and Car Park past the café (open summer only) and keep going past a number of cottages and over some nasty traffic calming humps.  At the end of this road is Fort Bovisand, continue around until you reach the car park on the water front.  The office is inside a casemate about 50 yards up the narrow road on the right hand side.
